These
films tackle topics as broad as melting ice caps and polar bears to native land rights and
clean water yet maintain a distinct theme of adventure. The festival features three days
of motion pictures starting on Thursday the éth and lasting into the night for an after-party

on Saturday the 8.

The festival weekend kicks off with a one of a kind Outdoor Fiimmakers Workshop on
Thursday, Nov 6th at 6pm at the B-side on 14t Street. The Adventure Film Flmmakers
Workshop is designed to fune the audience in to making outdoor films of their own. Four
top outdoor filmmakers will lead discussions and flow through equipment and
techniques. Immediately following the panel discussion, we'll roll into the meat of the

festival: three days of award winning films and filmmakers.
