place May 11, 12 and 13th in Boulder, CO.  The festival featured a filmmaker’s 

workshop, a Kid’s and Family matinee and two evenings of award winning films.

This year’s winners were screened to packed audiences at the Historic Boulder 

Theater. Awards were presented live to filmmakers for productions ranging from 

surfing, bike expeditions, climbing, and skiing to thought-provoking and scientific 

examinations into the human connection to the earth.  Adventures of 

extraordinary athletes like Dean Potter who walks a tightrope thousands of feet 

in the air, to adventures of two “ordinary” men who bike across Alaska and 

make us laugh the entire way.

Films span the globe from Italy, Baffin Island, 

New York, Morocco, Alaska, Africa and back to Boulder, Colorado where we 

watch local climber Matt Segal completing the first ascent of Eldorado 

Canyon’s hardest rock climb.
